Mr Principal, Members of Convocation: 

On behalf of the Board of Governors I present to you the Reverend Donald Ian 

Victor, B.A., B.Th., M. Div., to receive the degree Doctor Divinitatis, honoris causa. 

 Ian Victor was born in Toronto and raised in Beaconsfield. He graduated 

Bachelor of Arts from McGill 1975 and Bachelor of Theology 1978, and from our 

College as Master of Divinity in 1979. He was ordained in Duvernay where he had 

been student minister, exactly thirty-one years ago tonight. His wife Cathy is a 

Vancouver School of Theology graduate, and tonight is the eleventh anniversary of 

her own ordination; we congratulate her also. Their children pulled a surprise on Ian 

– Rachel and Dan and Dan‘s wife Jen flew from Vancouver to join Letha, a McGill 

grad student, for a dinner party—welcome to them too. 

 While a student, Ian was University Scholar and recipient of our highest award, 

the Calvin Gold Medal. His pastoral charges include Duvernay, Eckville Alberta, 

Petrolia Ontario, West Vancouver, St Giles Ottawa, and since 2005, St Andrew‘s, 

Victoria BC. He has pursued his vocation of Teaching Elder through continuing 

education, and has taught at St Andrew‘s Hall, Vancouver, the Ottawa Lay School of 

Theology, Lambton Presbytery of the United Church of Canada, and our own 

Continuing Education courses. He has led congregational Retreats, and in the 

congregations he has served has raised awareness of both faith and its works. He has 

also supervised four theologues. He is a gifted communicator, as witness his columns 

for newspapers and The Presbyterian Record, and his work on radio programs. He 

has served as Moderator of Presbyteries and Synod; his presence in various Church 

courts culminated in appointment as chair of the national Committee on Doctrine, 

and co-authorship of the new Catechism. 

 Regarding our criteria for this highest degree, his nominators speak of his 

outstanding preaching and pastoral counselling. Homiletics requires diligence in 

research and bible study; it also involves imagination and common sense. 

Counselling reflects a sympathetic and understanding spirit, schooling in human 

nature. Ian Victor has surely achieved excellence in both these crucial areas of 

ministry. 

 Such are the bare bones, as it were, in the anatomy of a Teaching Elder. But let 

me add another dimension, familiar to those who know Ian, and lauded at our

It was not a stormy night, but it 

was during the third period of a 

hockey game, the phone rang— 

―This is Price‘s Alarms calling, 

your alarm at St Andrew‘s is 

sounding. Can you attend?‖ 

 Usually this means that our 

break and enter security alarms are 

set off by someone trying to open 

a window or door. 

 Imagine where my heart was 

when I turned on to 

Douglas St. and the road 

was blocked, with six 

fire apparati (aka trucks) 

from all three Victoria 

Halls. It was not the 

security system… It was 

the fire system! 
 There is a fire 

panel, located in the 

men‘s choir room 

which monitors our 

sensors throughout 

the sanctuary and the 

Kirk Hall. The 

firefighters have 

access to our lock-box and were 

able, thus to enter. Thankfully to 

no smoke, fire or electrical issues, 

except the alarm would sound 

again when reset. Bells loudly 

sounded throughout the 

neighbourhood. 

 We have two security systems 

at St Andrew‘s, one the break and 

enter that monitors our doors, and 

windows and the other which 

consists of heat sensors through-

out the building, which alerts 

Price‘s, who in turn phone the fire 

department. 

 Because of the age and 

significance of our sanctuary this 

was full response— all equipment 

out. 

 What happened when Grant 

and others appeared is that the 

deputy in charge, declared a Fire 

Watch, which means because the 

sensors are not working as they 

should, a person must be on site 

24/7 until the issue with the alarm 

is fixed. 

 Grant alerted the Commission-

aires, and they attended. The 

repairman was found and he 

replaced the faulty sensor, up in 

the attic above 

the sanctuary/

bell tower. 

 As part of 

our insurance, 

and our fire 

inspection requirements, our alarm 

systems are checked twice a year. 

Thankfully we were up to date, as 

false alarms costs could be 

charged, as well as insurance 

liability incurred. 

 Thanks to the Fire Department 

for their quick response, and 

caring for our old building; they 

looked everywhere. Thanks to 

Grant for being on site, and thanks 

to all members and adherents for 

supporting the budget of the 

parish, as this is covered in the 

property committee‘s budget. 

Maybe we will have to put a 

sensor in the burning bush....

What comfort is it that God rules?

Cwm Rhondda, or Rhondda 

Valley, in 1801 was bucolic with 

some 500 people living as their 

forefathers had. But, in 1794 the 

new Glamorganshire Canal from 

Merthyr to Cardiff began the 

industrialization of South Wales. 

Iron ore mines— and high quality 

coal found in the Rhondda valley 

led to steel production. Also, the 

coal powered the British Navy 

ships that ruled the seas at that 

time. 

 The population of the Valley 

rose to 125,000 by 1901. Living 

conditions were dreadful. Row 

housing was built as close to the 

pitheads as possible without 

regard to amenities, air quality or 

any of the things we take for 

granted today. Men, women, girls 

and boys went underground 

working for long hours, seldom 

seeing the sun— a hard life.  

 Records in the Valley show that 

every six hours one miner died, 

and that a case of serious injury 

occurred every two hours. 

 Despite high death and injury 

rates, high infantile mortality and 

unimaginable day-to-day 

hardships, the people found an 

escape in song. The chapel and the 

mine were the two poles of the 

community life. 

 The Rhondda valley was united 

in a unique musical intensity, with 

mostly male choirs singing four 

part harmony in chapel. 

 This hymn had earlier roots. 

Originally written in Welsh by 

William Williams of Pontycelyn 

about 1744, and translated by Peter 

Williams in 1771, the lyrics speak 

of the Israelites marching to the 

promised land. Much later, the 

Welsh called for God, the Strong 

Deliverer, to free them from their 

unbearable toil. 

 Williams was known as ‗the 

sweet singer of Wales‘ and 

worked with John Hughes to 

create a melody that matched the 

words creating one of the most 

powerful hymns ever written, even 

sung spontaneously by the Welsh 

at Rugby matches to this day! 

 Williams‘ time was a time of a 

great upswelling of the reform 

movement all over Europe. In 

England, Charles and John 

Wesley, Howell Harris in Wales, 

drew throngs of people to hear the 

Good News that Christ died for 

them as individuals. 

 People had a great need to sing 

in celebration, and this hymn 

especially met their need. Much 

later Billy Graham used the hymn 

many times in his campaigns, and 

I personally will never forget this 

hymn rising from 50,000 throats. 

 So, when we sing this hymn; 

when we have some uncertainty in 

our lives and need God to lead us 

through, we remember all those 

who have sung it in times past.

A brief history of the Calvin and 

Chapel Handbell Ringers: 

 

These Bell Ringers from First 

Presbyterian Church of Red Bank, 

New Jersey are the two touring 

bell choirs of the church and have 

been in existence since 1967.  

 These twenty senior-high 

ringers perform on two five-octave 

sets of Malmark handbells – a 

total of 127 tuned, bronze bells – 

and four octaves of Malmark choir 

chimes. Their program, enjoyed 

by all ages, includes original 

compositions for hand bells as 

well as arrangements of hymns, 

classical and popular music. 

 Over the years, the Calvin and 

Chapel Ringers have established a 

national reputation and perform in 

concert throughout the year. They 

have presented several Christmas 

concerts at the White House, as 

well as concerts at Epcot Center in 

Walt Disney World, Disneyland 

and the Crystal Cathedral in 

California, and South Street 

Seaport in New York, where they 

appeared on a CNN New Year‘s 

Eve broadcast. 

 The ringers have participated 

in festivals sponsored by the 

International Symposium of 

Hand Bell Ringers at the 

University of Exeter in Devon, 

England in 1988, and in 

Albuquerque, NM 

in 1996. Past tours 

have taken them 

internationally to 

Switzerland, 

Austria, Great 

Britain, Wales, 

Norway, Eastern 

Canada, the Czech 

Republic, 

Germany and 

Northern Italy. 

Other years, the group has toured 

domestically to parts of 

California (several times), the 

Pacific Northwest, the 

Southeastern United States, 

Colorado, Wyoming, and New 

York State. 

 They have also participated in 

national and international 

festivals organized by the 

American Guild of English Hand 

Bell Ringers in Sacramento, CA. 

Yakima, WA and Dayton, OH. 

This summer, the Calvin and 

Chapel Ringers will be touring 

Seattle and the surrounding area 

as well as Victoria, BC 

 Judith Werner is the interim 

director of the ringers. These 

groups are two of four hand bell 

choirs in the church‘s music 

program, which also includes 

five choral groups.

 The Campbell River proposal is 

for a new suite of buildings. The 

architect who originally designed 

the sanctuary has been retained 

and has said that the present 

building does not lend itself to 

expansion. The plans are to retain 

the present sanctuary, to be used 

as a multipurpose hall. The 

following statement accompanied 

the proposal:

Graduate Luncheon today. Our College has been 

blessed with a succession of humorists over the 

years.
