Sunday activities for infants, toddlers, and children will
continue throughout the summer months, although the reg-
ular Sunday school program ends with Recognition Sunday
on June 21.

During certain sea-
sons, many children participate intermittently, due to per-
forming arts and sports activities that take place on Sun-
days. This year our students have been involved in cadets,
scouting, baseball, lacrosse, dance, school drama produc-
tions, field hockey, and soccer.
Sunday school lessons
will continue as usual until
— Recognition Sunday. After
that, there will be casual
Sunday school activities in which children, aged 4-12, can take part until Commissioning
Sunday (September 13). These will take place in the elementary classroom upstairs.
Activities will include Bible stories, self-directed crafts, games and playtime. Volunteers
and older children are welcome to assist with supervision.
During the summer, please encourage your children and grandchildren to continue to read as
children who read increase their skills. On the other hand, those that do not read very much
lose approximately one third of the progress made during the past school year! Our chil-
dren’s library has numerous books at a variety of levels. There are several Bible storybooks that make excellent bedtime
stories. As there is no due date or maximum number of books you can borrow, books can be taken with you on extended
vacations as well. Reading books from the children’s library not only increases literacy, it also increases children’s Bible
knowledge.

Don’t forget to take part in the Congregational Picnic. This
event takes place on Recognition Sunday, so prepare to eat
a wonderful lunch over in Beacon Hill Park that day! Sev-

LOOK INSIDE: Coming Events, In the Spotlight, Session Report, Around the Island, ....
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“A CATECHISM FOR TODAY”

Question 15. What does it mean to confess that God is “almighty”?

We affirm that God is mighty in all things. After speaking of God as great and

powerful, Jeremiah exclaims, “Nothing is too hard for you” (Jeremiah 32:17).

The prophet connects God’s power with God’s steadfast love. God is a God of

love and this love is powerful beyond measure. God’s great love was revealed

in Jesus’ death on the cross and God’s power was shown in raising him from
the dead (Romans 4:24).

Jer 32:17-18 Ah Lord God! It is you who made the heavens and the earth by your great power and outstretched

arm! Nothing is too hard for you. You show steadfast love to the thousandth generation.

Jer 32:27 See, | am the Lord, the God of all flesh; is anything too hard for me?

Ps 106:8 Yet he saved them for his name’s sake, so that he might make known his mighty power.

1 Cor 1:18 For the message about the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being

saved it is the power of God. See also: Jn 3:16; Rom 1:16, 6:9, 8:11; Gal 1:1; Col 2:12.

Question 16. What do we affirm when we say that God is “creator of heaven and earth”?

We affirm that in the beginning, out of nothing, God created all that is. God spoke and all things came into be-
ing. Men and women were created in God’s image. Everything that God made was very good.

Gen 1:1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.

Gen 1:3-4 Then God said, “Let there be light”; and there was light.

Gen 1:27, 31 So God created humankind in his image, in the image of God he created them: male and female
he created them. God saw everything that he had made, and indeed, it was very good.

See also: Jn 1:3; Rom 4:11; Heb 11:3.

Question 17. What does it mean that all people are created in the image of God?

The image of God expresses our relationship to God, to one another and to the whole of creation. It is repre-
sented in our ability to think, to imagine, to will and to love. These have been given to us to mirror God’s good-
ness, holiness and love as they have been revealed in the life and ministry of Jesus Christ.

Gen 1:28 God blessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth and subdue it;
and have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air and over every living thing that moves upon
the earth.”

Col 1:15-16 He (i.e. Christ) is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation; for in him all things
in heaven and on earth were created. Rom 8:29 For those whom he foreknew he also predestined to be con-
formed to the image of his Son See also: Gen 9:6; Jas 3:9; 2 Cor 4:4; Phil 2:6; Jn 14 and 15.

Question 18. Why did God make us male and female?

God created us male and female for our mutual help, comfort and joy. God also gave us the gift of marriage for
the birth and nurture of children, for the joy of family life and the well-being of human society. Our creation as
sexual beings is God’s loving purpose for all of us. Married or single, as male and female, we complement, de-
pend on and need each other.

Gen 2:18 Then the Lord God said, “It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him a helper as his
partner.”

Gen 2:24 Therefore a man leaves his father and his mother and clings to his wife and they become one flesh.
Mt 19:4-6 “Have you not read that the one who made them at the beginning ‘made them male and female’, and
said, ‘For this reason a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two shall be-
come one flesh’? So they are no longer two, but one flesh. Therefore what God has joined together, let no one
separate.”

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LARRY & CORINNE
SAINSBURY
Not too long ago, | visited Larry k and Corinne Sainsbury in their

comfortable apartment in Royal Oak. It was my pleasure to interview them for this article for
the Link. From humble beginnings in Nova Scotia, they have prospered, raised three children,
lived in several Canadian cities and been exemplary parents, employees and pillars of their
communities. THIS IS THEIR STORY.

In 1924, Lawrence Sainsbury was born in Amherst, Nova Scotia into a family of 9 children
and was the oldest surviving boy. Larry’s father was a shoemaker who owned a store called the Shoe Hospital and was
well-known in the area for fashioning specialized shoes for persons who were handicapped.

One of Larry’s oldest memories is meeting his great-grandfather, a captain who sailed fishing schooners out of New-
foundland for over fifty years, without the loss ever of man or ship. The elderly gentleman was living with his grand-
daughter in Port Elgin, NB, when Larry met him at age 4. He lived to age 102.

After high school, Larry trained to be a wireless navigator in the Canadian Air Force but World War Two ended be-
fore his course did so he did not go overseas for active duty. He met Corinne Mitchell while home on leave in Amherst.
She was a friend of two of Larry’s sisters. They got married in Moncton, New Brunswick on August 20th , 1945.
Corinne was born in Ragged Reef, near Joggins, Nova Scotia in 1927, one of three children. Corinne’s father travelled
far afield for work, doing farming in Alberta and working as a waiter in Boston. There he met another native of Nova
Scotia, Lillian Robson, who in time became his wife.

Lillian’s great uncle, (so Corinne’s great-great -uncle) was John Robson, Canadian journalist and politician and the
ninth Premier of British Columbia. He had a very strong connection to St. Andrew’s Presbyterian Church-Victoria. Be-
sides being the chairman of St. Andrew’s building committee and laying the cornerstone of our present church, he and
his wife assisted materially in the funding of the building. (But that is another story!)

After the end of World War Two, Larry went to Mount Allison University to obtain his pre-engineering require-
ments and then onto the Nova Scotia Technical College where he graduated with a Chemical Engineering degree.

While in university, Larry joined the Canadian Army in the Corps of the Royal Canadian Electrical and Mechanical
Engineering, (RCEME Corps) in 1948 and served with the army until 1970 retiring as a Major. During this time, he and
Corinne and their three children and lived in many Canadian locations, including Halifax and Ottawa. At Shilo, Manito-
ba, he commanded the RCEME workshop.

The whole family went abroad when Larry had two postings in foreign countries. He was a liaison officer in the Pen-
tagon in Washington, DC and attended the Technical Staff College in Wiltshire, UK. (It was during this posting, that
Larry caught the Charles Dickens bug and never lost it! Over the years he has collected several first editions of Charles
Dickens’ classic novels and joined the Dickens Fellowship.)

Larry worked for the Canadian Post Office after he left the Armed Forces in 1970. He was involved with the letter
mechanization program.

Larry is fond of saying that “I grew up with the children.” He and Corinne have three children of whom they are very
proud. Larry Junior lives on Saanich Peninsula. Suzanne Wright lives in North Vancouver and goes to PEI to a cottage
every summer. The youngest child, Stephen from Barrie, Ontario, has been to Africa twice as a Christian volunteer. All
three of the children have helped at our church Bazaar, assisting their parents at the Book Stall and the Children’s Toy
Table. There are also seven grandchildren and three great-grandchildren.

Before Larry and Corinne retired and moved to Victoria, they decided to have a second career as owners of a book
store. With that thought in mind, they bought and stored over 20,000 books in their attic in Ottawa. After shipping over
one thousand boxes of books to Victoria, they opened Yesteryear Books on Fort Street. Every year they would make a
trip to Toronto to buy “remainders” to help stock the store. They owned the store for eleven years. They bought a large
house on Frederick Norris Street where Larry set up a room patterned after the layout of the shop. Larry ran the store
Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays while Corinne covered Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays. This gave them each
time to pursue other interests.

Corinne took a book-mending course and assisted Dr. Allan Arneil, archivist at St. Andrew’s Presbyterian Church, to
repair some old Bibles in the church’s collection. (Larry and Corinne became members of St. Andrew’s after trying sev-
eral other churches in Victoria. They liked Rev. John Allen’s well-prepared sermons.)

Many persons may not be aware of what a good artist Corinne is. Her oil paintings are truly beautiful. She took her
first painting course in a high school in Ottawa and her first painting was of a bluish-green teapot with a rose on it. (Her
mother had given the teapot to her and now Corinne has passed it on to Suzanne.)

Corinne had been a hospital volunteer at Riverside Hospital in Ottawa and taught Sunday school in Halifax. For
twenty-five years, she was involved in Girl Guides. She worked her way up to District Commissioner and cannot count
the number of times that she took girls camping.

It is not surprising that Larry and Corinne were soon volunteering at St. Andrew’s. They started out as greeters on
Sundays, Corinne at the front door and Larry at the side. They have driven many persons to and from church each Sun-
day. He and Corinne assisted in conducting tours of the sanctuary during Open Church times. Both of them were in-
volved in the Thrift Shop for years .They picked up items for the shop and Corinne worked with other staff to sort and
sell the things. Corinne was also treasurer of the Thrift Shop for many years. She has helped with the Thrift Shop during
our Annual Bazaar and then she started a Children’s Toy Stall at the Bazaar. Larry worked with the finance group under
Jack Reimer with Lawrie Matheson and Leone Johns.

After he sold his business, Larry offered to help with the Book Stall at the Bazaar. Our friendship began when |
started to help with the stall. With his experience as a book store owner, Larry was very efficient in organizing the books
for the bazaar and we still use his plan to set up the tables. The first year that the Times-Colonist had its Book Sale for
Literacy, our church received a phone call, asking if we wanted any of the left-over books. Larry and others saw this as a
golden opportunity for the Book Stall at the Bazaar and every year since, a cadre of volunteers from St. Andrew’s gather
on the Monday after the Book Sale to pick out books for our own sale in November. This year Larry and his visiting son,
Stephen, were among the group selecting “good finds” for the Bazaar.

Three years ago, Larry and Corinne decided to downsize so they sold their house and moved into Berwick Royal
Oak. Now Larry has a library of 500 books, compared to the 6,000 that he
had before. Corinne has many of her paintings and mementos from their
travels displayed around the new apartment. The Victoria Branch of the
Dickens Fellowship meets in the chapel at Berwick Royal Oak monthly.

After some recent setbacks in their health, Larry and Corinne are now
better and content in their new home.

St. Andrew’s Presbyterian Church has been blessed with many
wonderful members and Larry and Corinne Sainsbury are

certainly among that good number!
